of liguor shall be situated within a distance of 500 metres of the outer edge of
the national or state highway or of a service lane along the highway.

(b) In the areas with a population of 20,000 or less no shop for the sale
of liquor shall be situated within a distance of 220 metres of the outer edge of

the national or state highway or of a service lane along the highway

(c) No shop for the sale of liquor shall be visible from a national or state
highway.
() All signages and advertisements of the availability of the liquor shall be

prohibited on national and state highway.
(e) No shop for the sale of liquor shall be directly accessible from a national

oI state highway:

Provided that, the provisions of sub-rule (1) shall not be applicable to a
liquor shop situated/located in section/part of any national highway or any state
highway within the limits of any Urban body (Municipal Corporation, Municipality

and Nagar Panchayat).
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(2) Any shop for the sale of liquor (whether consumption of liquor therein is
permitted or not) shall not be situated up to a distance of 100 metres from
religious institution, recognized middle school, high school, college and

government girls hostel.

Provided that the provisions of sub-rule (2) shall not be applicable to
such Bar licence which is situated at the present site at a distance of 100
meters or less from the religious Institution, recognized middle school, high

school, college and government girls hostel since prior to 22" February, 2023.

(3) After the start of operations of licensed liquor shop at any place, it shall not
be deemed to be situated within prohibited distance referred to in sub-rule
(2), if any religious Institution, recognized middle school, high school, college
and government girls hostel come into existence at a distance less than 100
meters.

Explanation For the purposes of this rule-

(a) "Educational institution” means any middle school, high school, college and
government girls hostel, managed or recognized by any local authority or the
state government or the central government.

(b) "Religious institution” means an institution for the promotion of any religion and
includes temple, math, mosque, church or other place of public religious worship
which is managed or owned by a public trust registered under the Madhya
Pradesh Public Trusts Act, 1951 or any other enactment for the time being in
force and shall include such other religious institutions as the State Government
may by order specify in this behalf.

(c) The distance referred to in sub-rule (2) shall be measured from the midpoint of
the entrance of the shop along the nearest path by which a pedestrian
ordiharily reaches at the, midpoint of the nearest gate of the institution if there
is a boundary wall and if there is no boundary wall then the midpoint of the

nearest entrance of the institution.
2. This notification shall come into force from 1° April, 2023.
